New Single Piece Casting 2900 Control Valve

The new single piece casting 2900 will be released the beginning of April 2005. The new 2900 allows for a
retrofit, eliminating the need to redo plumbing. The backwash rate is enhanced by changing the design of the
pistons and adding an extra seal and spacer to the top bore, giving 35 GPM compared to 25 GPM. No changes
were made to the upper and lower power heads. The new single casting eliminates several components, reducing

the opportunity for future service problems. The
new 2900 will be replacing the existing 2900.
Replacement parts for the existing 2900 will be
available for up to five years. Enclosed is the new
2900 service manual rev. E, part number 15238.
